Subj: DISPLAY OF STATE AND TERRITORIAL FLAGS

1. Situation. This Order establishes policies and provides

guidance for display of state and territorial flags. Fifty-six
flagpoles have been installed along Boulevard de France,
adjacent to Peatross Parade Deck, for the display of our
nation’s state and territorial flags.

2. Cancellation. DepO 10500.1D

3. Mission. Marine Corps Recruit Depot Parris Island/Eastern
Recruiting Region (MCRD PI/ERR) will maintain and display state
and territorial flags on ceremonial occasions, in order to
acknowledge their contributions to our Corps.

4. Execution

a. Commander’s Intent and Concept of Operations. In order
to recognize all states and territories flags of the United
States, territorial flags followed by state flags in order of
seniority, shall be displayed from right to left facing the
parade deck as outlined in the enclosure (1),. Flags shall be
displayed by 0800 on family day and taken down by 1300 following
graduation.

b. Tasks

(1) Commanding Officer, Recruit Training Regiment (RTR)

(a) Display state and territorial flags as set forth
in this Order.

(b) Budget for and replace state flags as required.
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(2) Assistant Chief of Staff (A/CS), Installation and

Logistics (G-4). Maintain flagpoles and halyards in a
functional state of repair.

c. Coordinating Instructions

(1) State and territorial flags may be displayed for
recruit parades and other special ceremonies at the discretion
of the Commanding Officer, Recruit Training Regiment, or as
directed by the Commanding General.

(2) At a minimum, two sets of state and territorial
flags will be retained on hand by the Commanding Officer, RTR.

5. Administration and Logistics

a. The Assistant Chief of Staff (AC/S) G-3, is the sponsor
for this Order. Recommendations for changes or modifications to
this Order will be provided to the AC/S, G-3.
